Orders‌ ‌are‌ ‌commonly‌ ‌used‌ ‌to‌ ‌exit‌ ‌positions‌ ‌and‌ ‌to‌ ‌protect‌ ‌investments‌ ‌if‌ ‌the‌ ‌market‌ ‌moves‌ ‌against‌ ‌an‌‌ 
Open‌ ‌Position.‌ ‌ 

For‌ ‌example,‌ ‌if‌ ‌your‌ ‌Open‌ ‌Position‌ ‌moves‌ ‌towards‌ ‌making‌ ‌a‌ ‌loss‌ ‌based‌ ‌on‌ ‌a‌ ‌level‌ ‌chosen‌ ‌by‌ ‌you,‌ ‌the‌‌

(for‌ ‌long‌ ‌positions)‌ ‌the‌ ‌stop‌ ‌price‌ ‌rises‌ ‌according‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌proportion‌ ‌you‌ ‌set,‌ ‌but‌ ‌if‌ ‌the‌ ‌market‌ ‌price‌ ‌falls,‌ ‌the‌‌ 
stop‌ ‌price‌ ‌remains‌ ‌unchanged.‌ ‌This‌ ‌type‌ ‌of‌ ‌Stop‌ ‌Loss‌ ‌Order‌ ‌helps‌ ‌you‌ ‌to‌ ‌set‌ ‌a‌ ‌limit‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌maximum‌‌ 
possible‌ ‌loss‌ ‌without‌ ‌limiting‌ ‌the‌ ‌possible‌ ‌gain‌ ‌on‌ ‌a‌ ‌position.‌ ‌It‌ ‌also‌ ‌reduces‌ ‌the‌ ‌need‌ ‌to‌ ‌constantly‌‌

with‌ ‌a‌ ‌distance‌ ‌to‌ ‌market‌ ‌of‌ ‌10‌ ‌and‌ ‌a‌ ‌trailing‌ ‌step‌ ‌of‌ ‌5.‌ ‌During‌ ‌the‌ ‌day‌ ‌the‌ ‌market‌ ‌rises‌ ‌as‌ ‌predicted‌ ‌and‌‌ 
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the‌ ‌trailing‌ ‌stop‌ ‌follows.‌ ‌When‌ ‌the‌ ‌price‌ ‌suddenly‌ ‌drops‌ ‌to‌ ‌1.5700,‌ ‌the‌ ‌trailing‌ ‌stop‌ ‌price‌ ‌has‌ ‌reached‌‌
